The successful candidate would be expected to be flexible and deliver on the level 1, 2 and 3 Plumbing courses.
As part of the role, you will also be expected to carry out the associated organisational/administrative processes including preparation of work, marking and assessment, student support and recruitment and participate fully in the ongoing Faculty and College activities to achieve the College’s key mission and objectives.
In addition to teaching responsibilities, the role includes apprenticeship assessor duties, employer engagement, and supporting learners throughout their apprenticeship journey.
